	We all know that children learn best when they feel happy, safe and secure. Nowadays there seems to be lots of new and different pressures that children and young people have to contend with. At times this may result in them feeling anxious, worried or even unhappy. 

Friendship groups can have a significant impact (both positive and negative), children may feel singled out or find it difficult to adhere to school rules. 

For a variety of reasons these issues can be hard for children to manage. 

Our intervention is intended to support children overcome barriers to learning and make tangible progress. At times all children can experience difficulties and learning how to deal with them is part of growing up and essentially what we endeavour to support.

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Parents/Carers will be aware that children need a lot of guidance with their social skills as they get older.


The NW AIP Secondary Outreach team work with young people between KS3 & 4 in small groups or within a one to one capacity. We provide extra support in developing their skills and understanding. During the next term, staff from the team will be running sessions at your child’s school.  


Through activities, that could include creative communication, play, in class support, mentoring and group work. The staff will create a safe place for young people to help them comprehend the world around them. Each session could have a different theme, for instance ‘friendships’, ‘emotional regulation, listening, solution focussed approaches, restorative justice, emotional management, coaching principles and/or mentoring


Group work sessions will be run together with a member of staff from your child’s school and can be held weekly for up to twelve weeks. There will be time before the programme starts for the children to discuss the sessions and if you have any questions there will be an opportunity to meet with staff. One to one sessions will last for up to an hour per visit. Some young people, who it is felt will particularly benefit from group work sessions, will be chosen by their class teacher. The parents of these children will be notified by school. If you have any questions regarding this work or require more information please speak to your child’s class teacher or feel free to contact the NW AIP team.
