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Parents/Carers will be aware that children need a lot of guidance with their social skills as they get older.


The NW AIP Primary Outreach team work with children in small groups from Reception to year 6 to offer extra help in developing these skills. During the next term, staff from the team will be running sessions at your child’s school. Through activities that could include art, play, in class support and group work the staff will create a safe place for small groups of children to get a better feeling of working and playing together.  Each session will have a different theme, for instance ‘friendship’, ‘feeling better about ourselves’, or ‘being a better listener’.


Sessions will be run together with a member of staff from your child’s school and will be held weekly for up to twelve weeks. There will be time before the programme starts for the children to discuss the sessions and if you have any questions there will be an opportunity to meet with staff. Each session will last for at least an hour or maybe slightly longer. Some children, who it is felt will particularly benefit from the sessions, will be chosen by their class teacher to attend, the parents of these children will be notified by school. Other children in the class may attend as role models for just a couple of sessions.  If you have any questions regarding this work or require more information please speak to your child’s class teacher or feel free to contact the Outreach team staff.
